Interior models are typically electric boom lifts due to their lack of dangerous carbon
monoxide exhaust and quieter features. Telescopic Boom Lifts Telescopic boom lifts do not bend the way
articulating boom lifts do. These models extend upwards and outwards, relying on hydraulics that extend
and retract. The worker who isin the platform has the controls to extend the lift and is able to operate
without a second worker. Some taller and larger models have a jib situated near the top that is similar to an
articulating boom lift model. There are models on the market capable of reaching over 180 feet. In less than
aminute, some models can reach their full extended height since these machines are so stable and reliable.
There are diesel and dual-fuel options with adjustable speed and weight range options from five hundred to
one thousand pounds. With 4WD options and their capacity to travel through small spaces, boom lifts are
used in avariety of industries. In terms of combining height and reach, telescopic boom lifts are your best
bet. Jib Certain boom lift models have ajib or an extension located between the platform and the end of the
main boom. This design facilitates an extra hinge or articulation point to enable the platform to move up and
down or horizontally. Jibs are available on telescoping boom lifts and articulating boom lifts. Thereisan
articulation point available on certain models situated halfway between the platform and the wheels to alow
the machine to reach over an obstacle and be lowered again if needed. Genie Articulating Boom Lifts A well
known articul ating boom lift that can be seen in avariety of applicationsis the Genie Z-boom. This model
features excellent mobility and is capable of accessing hard to reach areas. The machine can lift up, over and
out with ease, making difficult locations easy to work with. The first articulating Genie Z-30/20 boom was



launched in 1985. These machines became immediately popular with their up-and-over design that continues
to make them sought after nowadays. Proper Safety Measures When operating any type of industrial
equipment, safety isfirst and foremost. All known safety hazards must be known to anyone working within
the vicinity. Operating the equipment safely is vital for the operator and everyone in the vicinity. Before
starting the boom lift, it is paramount that the proper safety gear and communication isin place. Ensure there
are no flammable or combustible items, open flame or lit cigarettes near the machine, engine fuels or battery
gases. It isimportant to have an accessible, securely mounted and visible fire extinguisher mounted within
the operators' reach. Maintaining a clear area around charging stations and work surfaces isimportant as
tools or clutter could damage the boom lift or cause tire punctures etc. Daily Maintenance Daily maintenance
includes avisual inspection and consulting the maintenance manual to ensure the machineis up to date and
will operate safely. These industrial machines rely on lifting and supportive mechanismsto stabilize the
weight. Chains, fasteners and straps need to be inspected regularly to ensure they are in optimum condition.
It is very dangerous to reuse single use fasteners and other components as they might fail if used beyond
their recommendations. It isvital to discard oils and solvents safely and efficiently to prevent contaminating
the environment. Adequate ventilation and lighting are essential in garages, workshops and along
workbenches. Typically the wide umbrella of maintenance is distinguished by subsections such as
Commissioning and Programmed Maintenance Intervals, Annual Maintenance, and Quarterly Maintenance.
Maintenance I nspection Report Key components of the boom lift are divided up to categorize the inspection
process. Some of the maintenance categories for the boom lift include the Engine, Platform, Controls and
Function, Turntable, Booms and Drive Chassis. Improper completion can result in unsafe operation, damage
to components, poor performance and downtime.

Commissioning refersto alist of one-time
maintenance procedures to be complete at 50 hours and at 150 hour intervals. Annual and Quarterly

mai ntenance procedures need to be performed once or multiple times ayear. There are avariety of
programmed mai ntenance procedures based on preparing the machine for pre-delivery machine operating.
